 Alderman McLendon pointed out the last page of 12b needed to have standard City of Franklin language, 
as it appears to be a LandDesign form. He noted there was other verbiage that should be changed as 
well. 

  
 Alderman McLendon moved to amend the motion to indicate standard City of Franklin language would 

be used in the agreement.  Seconded by Alderman Barnhill.  Motion to amend carried unanimously. 
  
 Alderman Petersen asked if all nine of the character areas would be $100,000 each for the land use 

update and $30,000 for the historical design update. 
  
 Mr. Luffman noted as character districts evolve they believe some can be done by staff.  The $100,000 is 

for Central Franklin.  It is the largest and most complicated of the character areas.       
  
 Shauna Billingsley advised the Board could approve the agreement subject to Law Department review, 

Exhibit B.

 Alderman McLendon said he sees this happen with some regularity that bids range to almost twice as 

much as the winning bid.  In this case, the next lowest bidder from the $289,030 is $297, 500, and the 
rest range from $352,100 to $565,340. It bothers him that the bids are not more tightly clustered, and he 
hopes it turns out okay. 

  
 David Parker explained the reasons for the vast range in bids.  Companies that don’t normally do utility 

work are trying to get into the business because of the economy.   The firms that do utility work are 
bidding lower to keep their people employed, also due to the economy.  He added that Scott and Ritter, 
Inc. is a good contractor.  Mayor Schroer noted the second lowest bid came from Civil Constructors and 
they do a lot of work for the City.

Alderman Skinner 
added if the item with a trade-in value was deferred, the trade-in value would be less and the purchase 
cost more.
