Project Description:
Revision 4 is to update the Berry Farms Town Center Development Plan to amend building types/locations,
parking locations and reconfiguration of open space. No increase in entitlements is proposed.

Why are you receiving this letter?

What is the purpose of the meeting?

Public Hearing sessions.
